canary grass forms dense mats that dominate; these mats
compete any native species
believed that there was a North American native species o
canary grass, but it has probably hybridized with European
many years ago and has become increasingly aggress
problematic.

This is just one of the many species that we try to control
at Lake Katherine, with volunteers and staff working hard to
its spread. It is essential work, whether it is teasel, reed
grass or buckthorn, we rely on our volunteers to help remc
throughout the seasons.
